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Lesson Plan     

     Never spend money you have not earned – How good are you at saving money?     
School:  Gimnazjum nr 1, Leczna
Teacher: Małgorzata Fryt, Gimnazjum nr 1, Leczna
Time: 45 minutes
Level: intermediate
Age: 13-16
Objectives: 
The lesson aims to raise students' awareness of verbs which collocate with ‘saving money' and give them practice of using them, to increase listening and speaking skills on the topic of money.  At the end of the lesson students are intended to say how good they are at saving money.
Activities: listening, speaking, writing
Student grouping: whole class, pairs
Materials and equipment:  worksheets, pens, computer with the Internet access, stereo, CD.
Procedure
1. Introduction

Money is a topic we think and talk about every day. There’s even a saying in English ‘Money makes the world go round’. Thus, if we want to talk about money and saving it we must know some useful vocabulary. 
2. A teacher gives away small pieces of paper with different words and expressions collocated with money. Students match the words/ expressions with the correct definitions. Students work in pairs.

4. Before we save money, first we have to get it. Students are asked to tell 
how they, teenagers, can get money? List a few ways of getting money by young people. 
Students are put in pairs. 
5. Students read their ideas.
6. Now you have  money and it would be a good idea to save it, at least a bit of it.
A teacher asks the question: How can you save money? Please listen to the recording with smart tips for young people on saving and say what ways of saving money have been listed?
7. Students listen to the recording, below there is the script:
Smart tips for young people

A

Would you like to receive €10,000 on your 30th birthday? Well, you need to save either 78 cents a day from the age of 13, €4.47 a day from the age of 25 or €27 a day from the age of 29. Just do the maths. It’s more intelligent to save money early. So, how can you start saving money?
B

Imagine there’s a new games console. It’s faster and better than yours, but it’s very expensive. At home, you’ve got a lot of old games and a very old games console. Why don’t you swap them for something new? Many games shops have a swapping system. They also sell second-hand games and consoles; they’re often much cheaper than new products.
C

If you want to save for something big, use your initiative and do a part-time job at the weekend. You can earn a few  euros a week if you walk your neighbours’ dogs or wash their cars, and a few euros an hour if you look after their children. Then you don’t need to borrow – and you don’t lose friends because you can’t pay them back!
D

Before you spend money on something new, think about it. Do you really need the best mobile phone in the shop? Do you really need the biggest memory card for your camera or the best basketball? If the answer is no, don’t buy it!

8. Students list the ways of saving money.
9. A teacher asks the question: Do you know any other ways of saving money?

10. Students present other ways of saving money. For instance, we can put it in a piggy bank in your room, you can ask your parents to help you open a savings account at the bank, many banks pay you interest for keeping your money with them.
11. A teacher gives sheets of paper with the questions to discuss. Students discuss them in pairs. 
Discussion questions 

1) What do you do with your money, do you spend or save it?
2) How much money would you like to earn a year? 

3) Have you ever lost any money? 
4) Have you ever borrowed money and not paid it back? 
5) Have you ever found any money? Did you keep it? 
6) What did you last waste money on? 
7) Has anybody ever stolen money from you? 

8) Are you good at saving money?
14. Now we know you are quite good at saving money and now students are going to watch a short video about Daniel, an American who quit money.
