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TOPIC: 


Definition of entrepreneurship; development of entrepreneurship in theory and practice
Aim of the lesson: 
Understand who is an entrepreneur, what is the goal of entrepreneurship, what is entrepreneurship and which theorists contributed the most to the entrepreneurial theory
Teachin:g outcomes

Students will
· describe main features of entrepreneurship and being enterprising as key competence 
· describe development of entrepreneuship in theory and practice
· examine their strengths and skills
· develop communicative skills
· gain confidence
· cooperate with others and strenghthen motivation for applying acquired knowledge and skills in everyday life
ACTIVITIES
Introduction
At the beginning of the lesson students will discuss the following questions: 

· Who is an entrepreneur?
· What is the aim of etrepreneurship?
· What is entrepreneurship?

Main part of the lesson
The terms entrepreneurship and entrepreneur are loanwords from French and have been used since the middle of the 18th century although people have been entrepreneurs for centuries. Entrepreneurs combine inputs, natural resources (land, water, ore), work (knowledge and skills) and financial resources to create products and services or outputs. The aim of the entrepreneur is to satisfy a certain need of the consumers while making a profit.

Example
Sowing trousers for oneself or for friends might be an activity of an individual, but if that individual sells those trousers in a clothing store it is an entreprenual activity because, by selling the trousers, it is attempted to obtain the least financial equivalent of material, work and energy spent in trousers production, and also, it is possible to acquire more than invested - a certain profit.

Entrepreneurship can be defined as an economic activity of an individual or a group that uses an idea, invests capital, takes the risk and creates a product expected to bring profit. 
Part of current theorists consider entrepreneurship to be an ability to start, organize and manage business no matter how big the venture is (small, medium, large). 

Other theorists link entrepreneurship only to starting and managing small ventures. All agree that etrepreneurship development is one of the basic factors in developing national economy.

The oldest sources of entrepreneurial activities:

Plato, 5th-4th centuy BC, Aristotle, 4th century BC; Tiberius and Gaius Gracchus, 2nd century BC. 
The first records were carved in stone in Babylon in 18th century BC. They prescribed the relations between participants on the market as well as obligations and rights of the traders and customers.
Until the 18th century economic theory and explanations of economic activities developed within philosophy, and since the 18th century, economy has been developing as a science and together with it appears entrepreneurial theory. 
Many theorists contributed to the development of entrepreneurial science.

They were (cronologically) Richard Cantillon, Jean Baptiste Say and Joseph Alois Schumpeter.

Richard Cantillon (1680 – 1734) – Irish nobleman who in his work Essay on the Nature of Trade in General published in 1755, first used the expression entrepreneur directly connecting it with the term risk.
Jean Baptiste Say (1767 – 1832) – French theorist who examined the market and noticed a balance between supply and demand.

Joseph Alois Schumpeter (1883 – 1950) – Austrian known for his work History of Economic Analysis in which he defines basic economic terms.
Croatian people, that had a tumuluous past gave great people, artists, scientists and thinkers to the world. Benedikt Kotruljević and Blaž Lorković are among the important people who greatly contributed to economic science and entrepreneurship.

Benedikt Kotruljević (1416–1469 ) – Ragusan diplomat and economist who spent a big part of his life as a diplomat in the Court of Naples. He wrote Book on the Art of Trade, which was first published in Venice in 1573, about a hundred years after his death. In it he described mercantile practices and the importance of vertues (wisdom, persistence, confidence) of the good merchant.
Blaž Lorković (1869-1892) – Croatian scientist, economy professor and author who wrote about topics in general economy. His book Počela političke ekonomije was published in Zagreb in 1889 where he explained the basic economic and entrepreneurial terms. He emphasized the importance of production promotors (factors), family and education as well as the right of ownership and inheritance.
Final part of the lesson
If there is enough time, play a game or two with the students. 
The game 'deserted island'
Students sit in a circle. They imagine being on a ship, following a shipwreck, everyone has been stranded on a deserted island! Each person is allowed to bring one object to the island — ideally something that represents them or something that they enjoy. (each student describes what object they would bring and why).
After everyone has introduced their object and why they have chosen that object, they are divided into smaller groups of 3 or 4 students. Their task is to work together to improve their chances of survival on the deserted island by combining the various objects that they introduced. Finally, students present their survival plan.

Note: In etrepreneurial sense, the game encourages decision- and risk taking and team work.

The game „A lie has no legs“
Students sit in a circle. They write three statements about themselves, two statements must be false and only one must be true. Each student reads their statements while others try to determine which statement could be true.
Note: In etrepreneurial sense, the game could portray public performance, ways of communication and indicate nonverbal and verbal communication.
